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Guidelines for Veda Examiners for the Saswar Veda Exam
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The student should be asked at least 10 mantras. It is mandatory to answer at least 07
mantras.
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It is mandatory to test the student on Trisandhya/Popular Suktas. Please mention the
level of the student’s understanding of this topic. Also, indicate whether the student
performs the Sandhya practice daily or not.
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If the student is unable to answer the above 10 questions, then, they should be
compensated by asking a maximum of 03 questions from the other texts like Shiksha,

Brahman, Upanishad, Niruktam etc. as prescribed in syllabus.
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Group examination of Veda will not be valid.
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Sasvara Oral Veda Examination must be conducted separately for each student.
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Mantras prescribed in earlier year syllabus should also be asked.
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Mantras should not be repeated in the questions asked in the exam.
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Rishi, Chanda, Devata etc, may also be asked in the examination.
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If the student does not recite the asked mantra or says “no study has been done”, then in
this situation it should be noted in the remark column of Proforma-1.
